3 SUBMIT HOUSING 
AGREEMENT FORM & 
DEPOSIT
Gonzaga University requires all full-
time first- and second-year students, 
who are unmarried and under the 
age of 21, to reside on campus.

Submit the Residential Living 
Agreement and the $200 
Advance Room deposit. This 
deposit is refundable.

5 SEND OFFICIAL TRANSCRIPTS AND ADVANCED 
CREDIT SCORE REPORTS
Admission offers are conditional on the successful completion of current 
coursework, final transcript review, and continued good standing.

Admitted students may request a transfer credit evaluation for prior college 
coursework, dual-credit/enrollment, credit-by-exam (AP, IB, Cambridge, German 
Abitur), or U.S. Military training. Official documents must come directly from the 
issuing institution to the Office of Admission.

COMPLETE NEW STUDENT 
HEALTH FORMS
Instructions for logging into your secure 
online health portal and completing the 
required health forms and documentation 
for new students will be sent to your 
Zagmail account after the Office of 
Admission receives your confirmation deposit.
