This report was generated on May 21,
2020, which may cause some reports to still be in process and considered pending.

Please note, during the Spring 2020 semester, Gonzaga University experienced significant operational changes related to
the COVID-19 Pandemic, including the closure of most residential facilities and transition to distance education. These

operational changes impacted the number and type of reports and/or conduct proceedings managed by the Resolution
Center.
