The Resolution Center for Student Conduct and Conflict (The RC) is responsible for reviewing alleged violations
of the Student Code of Conduct and for coordinating process to resolve referred allegations. This report
reflects data of reports received by The RC during the time period of August 15, 2018 and May 15, 2019. This
report was generated on May 22, 2019, causing some reports to still be in process and considered pending.

Referrals

The RC receives reports of alleged misconduct and complaints against a student from a variety of sources,
including but not limited to:

+ Housing & Residence Life ¢ Campus Security & Public Safety + Gonzaga Staff

+ Law Enforcement % Gonzaga Students + Gonzaga Faculty

These reports are reviewed by staff in the The RC to determine if there is sufficient information that a violation
of the Student Code of Conduct may have occurred.
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Facilities that were not the primary location of reported incidents were not included in the data. Additionally, 30 Incidents, which
involved 119 individuals, occurred in other or unknown locations, including outside of Gonzaga University’s campus.

Upon receipt of a report, The RC may refer a report for more information before determining if a Student
Conduct Process or Alternative Resolution Process should be initiated. This year, 15 reports were referred for
